In responding to this call, please commit yourself to the following and then sign and return the Volunteer Covenant form to your local church or ministry area, or keep it as a reminder of your commitment.

I am committed to Jesus.

· I have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ, with a desire to be a model by sharing the stories of Jesus.

· I desire to grow in my faith and commitment to God through personal study or group Bible study opportunities.

I am committed to the church.

· I will attend worship service regularly.
· I will support the doctrinal beliefs of the Methodist Church, as it relates to my teaching.

· I will use only approved curriculum and resources when teaching.

· I will frugally use the resources provided and will see that all supplies and equipment are taken care of and stored properly after each class.

I am committed to children, youth, and the developmentally disabled.

· I enjoy and desire for them to know of God’s love.

· I will pray for my flock that they may know God’s presence in their lives.

· I will be prepared for ministry and use my own creative gifts to enhance each experience.

· I will not intentionally engage in any activities that may endanger the safety and well-being of those in my care.

· I have not been convicted or involved in any child-related felonies or abuse.

· I will participate in at least one training event during the year to improve my skills.

· I will communicate regularly with the parents and encourage their participation in ministry.

I am committed to my ministry team.

· I will be faithful in attendance and arrive prepared.

· If I must be absent, I will contact an approved substitute.  If I cannot locate a sub, I will notify my program director.

· I will communicate regularly with my team leaders.

· I will participate in scheduled ministry meetings.

· I will express my ministry needs to my ministry supervisor, staff, or pastor.
